The Monster Phonics scheme includes……..Terminology

Phoneme

The smallest unit of sound 
in a word
e.g. cat has 3 phonemes c-a-t and so 
does sheep, sh-ee-p



The Monster Phonics scheme includes……..Terminology

The letter or multiple 
letters that represent a 
sound when written on 
a page

Grapheme



The Monster Phonics scheme includes……..Terminology

Two letters that 
represent one sound
e.g. 
ch in chip 
ai in train

Digraph



The Monster Phonics scheme includes……..Terminology

Three letters that 
represent one sound
e.g. igh in light

Trigraph



The Monster Phonics scheme includes……..Terminology

C = consonant
V = vowel

Cat – CVC, consonant, vowel, consonant

Must- CVCC consonant, vowel, consonant, consonant

CVC



Blending sounds

c–a–t
Say 

each phoneme

cat

blend the phonemes 

together
say the wordSee the word

cat

Blending is a merging of the phonemes (sounds) 
that you hear to make a word. 

Blending is READING



Segmenting

Use your robot arms 

to chop up the word 

into sounds

Say the word Read the word to 

check it is right

Represent each 

phoneme with a 

grapheme

Segmenting is splitting a word up into the 
phonemes that make it. Then writing the word by 

representing each phoneme with a grapheme.
Segmenting is SPELLING

High Frequency Words

Accelerates learning of  high-frequency words

Learn one – get one or two for free

Teaching by similarity

The first 300 high-frequency words make up 65% of 

our language

Guided Reading Sessions



Guided Reading

Two weekly sessions in small groups with a Teacher

Developing decoding skills, fluency and also 

comprehension

Children then get the book to take home and read 

with an adult

To develop fluency and comprehension, books should 

be read more than once

Spelling logsModel: Show your child how to do it

Important to use pure speech sounds

Common mistake adding ‘uh’

Makes it difficult to blend words

secure phonic knowledge – 90% fluency

Your child will have worked with an adult in school 

reading the book in small group sessions
